Hello Zion Church family! I hope your school year has
gotten off to an enjoyable start. We've been able to enjoy
the lovely fall weather for a bit now, and you can just feel
the first bits of winter nipping at your nose. For me that
means the Zion Youth Programs are back in full swing
and I have plenty to do. I just wanted to give everyone a
quick update of what it is the kids and I have been study-
ing and having fun with!

We have gotten back to our Awana programs and that is
incredibly awesome! If you read these articles you more
than likely know already that I love Awana! This is one
of the most enjoyable times of the week for me. The
things I teach to our T&T group are what most would
consider incredibly simple, biblical concepts. I am learn-
ing, however, that the simple stuff is sometimes the best
to not only teach to kids but for us adults to be reminded
of. Recently we have been looking at a few more of God's
amazing attributes. We have learned that God is every-
where at once, knows everything about everything, is
truth, is one God in three persons, and has all the power

in the universe! In just those subjects alone, an adult theolo-
gian could spend his life in deep study. Yet, these subjects
are simple enough to explain to young ones in 20 minutes (or
over as the case may be... I have a hard time keeping to a
time limit...). It's refreshing to see the faith that these kids
have! They are not like adults (especially myself) who need
everything explained and proven to them. It can be a very
healthy and humbling to watch as they hear the word of God
and believe it with confidence! Next up, God willing, we
will be diving into a survey of the biblical books. It should
be enjoyable!

On Sunday mornings, before Awana begins, I teach a Sun-
day School class that covers 6th grade all the way to 12th
grade. This is a great group of kids and a great time to dive
into some in-depth study of the Bible. We have just recently
finished the Book of Judges, and are beginning the book of
1st Samuel. This is easily one of my favorite books in the
Bible! Historically, it comes right after the book of Judges
which ends in a depressing time and place for the people of
Israel. Because they have rejected the truth of God, they
have created a world for themselves that is ruled by evil.
There are no laws and everyone does what they want, no
matter how screwed up it is. Nobody is in charge, and ene-
mies threaten them from both outside and inside their own
land. Basically, this is the point of the movie where you look
around for the hero who is supposed to come and save the
day! This is where the book of 1st Samuel kicks off. God
knows his people are in trouble, and, out of great love for
them, sends three Heroes: Samuel, King Saul, and the fa-
mous King David. God not only rescues his people from
their temporary troubles but uses these men to further his
great plan to send the ultimate hero (Christ) who will eventu-
ally save the world. This book is full of strong characters and
is actually written like a good superhero movie or action
comic book (which I suppose would explain my attraction to
it). The whole thing seems to be teaching the truth that God
is "The Rock". Everybody has the option of either trusting in
Him and being saved, or deciding to disbelieve him and find-
ing destruction. I hope the kids thoroughly enjoy this book as
I do, and learn some great things about God as we go!

On Thursday nights we have our official Youth Group time.
Like in our Sunday School, we welcome all kids from 6th
grade up through 12th grade. From roughly 6:30 to 9 p.m.,
we hang out, play games, sing songs, do some Bible study,
eat way too much junk food, and drink way too much caf-
feine! Overall, it's the best time ever! During our Thursday
night meetings we have been studying the individual wise
sayings in the Book of Proverbs. The Book of Proverbs is
basically God's instruction book on how to "do life right". It
was more than likely written with teenagers in mind and co-
vers subjects such as money, relationships, sex, and how to
control your emotions. We just had a lesson about losing our
tempers. I know that it was helpful to me! We learned that
the way to gain control of our emotions is to gain a better
understanding of God, ourselves, other people, and the world
in general. A person who constantly loses control of their
anger shows they just do not understand! I have enjoyed
teaching this book, and I pray that God would use it to give
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these kids mastery of life. We have also been memorizing a timeline of the Old Testament known as the "Bible
Walkthrough". Even though this is a time of learning and memorizing the basics of God's big story, it's also a time to get
up, do fun actions, and scream really loudly. It's a perfect tool to decompress from the teaching time! Thursday nights
really are a highlight of my week personally, and I hope it is for the kids too.

Another great thing about this season starting is that we also get to start our fun event nights for Youth Group. We have
already had a Game Night, and this month we have an awesome costume party planned. It should be a great time!

I always like to end these newsletters by asking for your prayers. First of all, pray for me. There is much to do and much
to study. It is easy to do too much and become unnecessarily swamped. Please pray that I would keep focus on the mis-
sion that God has given me and would personally keep my focus on the truths that I am teaching and allow them to
change my life before I give them to the kids. Pray for my team and I as well. Pray that we would have a great love for
the kids and energy through the Holy Spirit to give these kids what they want and need. Please also pray that the Holy
Spirit would be working in the hearts of our young people, making these important lessons stick, and bringing real
change into their lives!
