Verses 1-2

The present and enduring Temple as God’s chosen people
the Church of both Jew and Gentile believers: 1 Corinthians
3:16, 17, 19; 2 Corinthians 6:16; Ephesians 2:21 and
surrounding verses, 2 Peter 2:5. In these verses the Greek
world for inner sanctuary is used 7 out of 9 times.

2. The True Church is God’s prophetic in
the world and will be so until the end.
Verses 3-13

Why Two Witnesses? — Deuteronomy 17:6; 19:15

Moses and Elijah both figuratively and literally refer to the
Law and the Prophets both of which proclaimed the coming
Christ.

Their figurative ministry as God'’s agents of Judgment —
Jeremiah 5:14.

3. The True Church will be revealed
in the establishment of Christ Kingdom when he comes.
Vv14-19

The coming Kingdom and final Judgment prefigure the
fulfillment of Psalm.

We further discover that those who destroy the earth will be
destroyed — Romans 8:19-23.

Final Thoughts:
God's people are to God in the midst of a world
with many religious pretenders, and they are secure in Christ

and will be so until the end.

We too are called to God's truth and his
Christ just as the law and the prophets did of old.

We are a church — we are salt and light, our
resurrection is coming our rapture draws near.

The end we long for is not what the world longs for but what
a that we and all creation will see with
God's justice, restoration and reward.
